(a) Online

(b) Casting a postal vote
You may cast a postal vote on one or more of the resolutions by completing the
FOR, AGAINST or ABSTAIN boxes in ‘Step 1’ overleaf, signing this Proxy/Voting 
Form and returning it to the share registrar by email or post.

(c) Appointing a proxy
You may appoint a proxy to attend the meeting and either direct the proxy as to
how to vote or give the proxy discretion as to how to vote on the resolution by
completing the FOR, AGAINST, ABSTAIN or PROXY DISCRETION box on ‘Step 1’
overleaf, completing the appointment of proxy details in ‘Step 2’ overleaf,
signing this Proxy/Voting Form and returning it to the share registrar by email or 
post. The chairperson of the meeting, or any other director, is willing to act as 
proxy for any shareholder who wishes to appoint him or her for that purpose.

A proxy can be any person of your choice and does not have to be a shareholder
of Arvida Group Limited, and you may appoint the chairperson of the meeting 
(or any other director) to act as proxy. If you have inadvertently not named a 
proxy, or your named proxy does not attend the meeting, the chairperson will be 
your proxy and vote in accordance with your expressed direction.

A proxy will vote the shares for which they are proxy as directed in the Proxy/
Voting Form or, if voting is left to the proxy’s discretion, the proxy will decide how 
to vote on the resolution (or on any motions from the floor moved at the meeting). 
If a proxy is given discretion to vote on the resolution, but the proxy is restricted 
from voting on that resolution, the proxy must not exercise proxy discretion on 
such resolution. 

(d) Attending and voting in person
You should bring this Proxy/Voting Form to the meeting and hand this form to the 
share registry at the entrance to the meeting.

Voting Restrictions
If the chairperson (or any other director) is appointed as proxy and the voting is 
left to their discretion, the chairperson (or any other director) intends to vote in 
favour of the Resolution.

Signing Instructions posted Form
Individual
Where the holding is in one name, the shareholder must sign.

Joint Holding
Where the holding is in more than one name, all of the shareholders should
sign (on behalf of all shareholders). In the case of joint shareholders, if the 
shareholders appoint different proxies, the vote of the proxy appointed by the 
first shareholder will be counted.

Power of Attorney
If this Proxy/Voting Form has been signed under a power of attorney, a copy of 
the power of attorney (unless already deposited with the Company) and a signed
certificate of non-revocation of the power of attorney must be produced to the
Company with this Proxy/Voting Form.

Companies
This form should be signed by a director jointly with another director, or a
sole director can sign alone. Please sign in the appropriate place and indicate
the office held.
